May 31, 2020

7th SUNDAY OF PASCHA — Tone 6.
Holy Fathers of the First Ecumenical Council. Afterfeast of Holy Ascension. 
The senior member of the household would lead the family in the Typika prayer at their icon corner, or in front of a single icon.
           
PRAYER LEADER:  Through the prayers of the Holy Fathers, O Lord, Jesus Christ, have mercy upon us and save us.

FAMILY: “Christ is risen from the dead…” (2 ½ times) 
ALL: “and upon those in the tombs bestowing life.”
FAMILY:  Amen.

PRAYER LEADER:  Lord have mercy (12x)

              Glory to the Father and to the Son and to the Holy Spirit, both now and ever, and unto the ages of ages. Amen.

              O come, let us worship God our King.

              O come, let us worship and fall down before Christ our King and God.

              O come, let us worship and fall down before Christ Himself, our King and God.

PRAYER LEADER:  
Bless the Lord, O my soul. Blessed art Thou, O Lord.

Bless the Lord, O my soul. And all that is within me, bless his holy name.

Bless the Lord, O my soul. And forget not all his benefits.

Who forgives all your iniquity, who heals all your disease. 
The Lord is compassionate and merciful, long-suffering and of great goodness.

Bless the Lord, o my soul. Blessed art Thou, O Lord. 

Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit, now and ever, and unto ages of ages. Amen. 

THE SECOND ANTIPHON (PSALM 115/116)
PRAYER LEADER: Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit, now and ever, and unto ages of ages. Amen.

FEAST OF HOLY ASCENSION TROPARION – TONE 4
Thou didst ascend in glory, O Christ our God, granting joy to Thy Disciples by the promise of the Holy Spirit. Through the blessing, they were assured that Thou art the Son of God,// the Redeemer of the world.
HOLY FATHERS TROPARION – TONE 8
Thou art most glorious, O Christ our God, Who hast established the Holy Fathers as lights on the earth. Through them Thou hast guided us to the True Faith.// O greatly compassionate One, glory to Thee. 

HOLY FATHERS KONTAKION – TONE 8
The Apostles’ preaching and the Fathers’ doctrines have established one Faith for the Church. Adorned with the robe of truth, woven from heavenly theology,// It defines and glorifies the great mystery of piety. Thou art most glorious, O Christ our God, Who hast established the Holy Fathers as lights on the earth. Through them Thou hast guided us to the True Faith.// O greatly compassionate One, glory to Thee. 
FEAST OF HOLY ASCENSION  KONTAKION – TONE 6
When Thou hadst fulfilled the dispensation for our sake, and united earth to heaven, Thou didst ascend in glory, O Christ our God,  not being parted from those who love Thee, but remaining with them and crying:// “I am with you, and there is no one against you.”
TRISAGION
Holy God. Holy Mighty. Holy Immortal. Have mercy on us. (3x). Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit, now and ever and under ages to ages. Amen. 
EPISTLE
PRAYER LEADER: The Prokeimenon in the Fourth Tone: 
Blessed art Thou, O Lord God of our fathers  / and praised and glorified is Thy name forever.  
FAMILY: For Thou art just in all that Thou hast done for us.  
PRAYER LEADER:   The Reading is from the Book of Acts of the Holy Apostles (20:16-18, 28-36). 
In Those Days: 16 For Paul had decided to sail past Ephesus, so that he would not have to spend time in Asia; for he was hurrying to be at Jerusalem, if possible, on the Day of Pentecost.
17 From Miletus he sent to Ephesus and called for the elders of the church.
18 And when they had come to him, he said to them: “You know, from the first day that I came to Asia, in what manner I always lived among you,
28 Therefore take heed to yourselves and to all the flock, among which the Holy Spirit has made you overseers, to shepherd the church of God which He purchased with His own blood.
29 For I know this, that after my departure savage wolves will come in among you, not sparing the flock.
30 Also from among yourselves men will rise up, speaking perverse things, to draw away the disciples after themselves.
31 Therefore watch, and remember that for three years I did not cease to warn everyone night and day with tears.
32 So now, brethren, I commend you to God and to the word of His grace, which is able to build you up and give you an inheritance among all those who are sanctified.
33 I have coveted no one’s silver or gold or apparel.
34 Yes, you yourselves know that these hands have provided for my necessities, and for those who were with me.
35 I have shown you in every way, by laboring like this, that you must support the weak. And remember the words of the Lord Jesus, that He said, ‘It is more blessed to give than to receive.’”
36 And when he had said these things, he knelt down and prayed with them all.

PRAYER LEADER:  The Lord, the God of gods, speaks and summons the earth from the rising of the sun to its setting.       
PRAYER LEADER:  Gather to Me My venerable ones, who made a covenant with Me by sacrifice.   
GOSPEL
PRAYER LEADER: The Reading is from the Holy Gospel according to Saint John (17:1-13).
FAMILY: Glory to Thee, O Lord, Glory to Thee.
Let us Attend: 1 Jesus spoke these words, lifted up His eyes to heaven, and said: “Father, the hour has come. Glorify Your Son, that Your Son also may glorify You,
2 as You have given Him authority over all flesh, that He should give eternal life to as many as You have given Him.
3 And this is eternal life, that they may know You, the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom You have sent.
4 I have glorified You on the earth. I have finished the work which You have given Me to do.
5 And now, O Father, glorify Me together with Yourself, with the glory which I had with You before the world was.
6 I have manifested Your name to the men whom You have given Me out of the world. They were Yours, You gave them to Me, and they have kept Your word.
7 Now they have known that all things which You have given Me are from You.
8 For I have given to them the words which You have given Me; and they have received them, and have known surely that I came forth from You; and they have believed that You sent Me.
9 I pray for them. I do not pray for the world but for those whom You have given Me, for they are Yours.
10 And all Mine are Yours, and Yours are Mine, and I am glorified in them.
11 Now I am no longer in the world, but these are in the world, and I come to You. Holy Father, keep through Your name those whom You have given Me, that they may be one as We are.
12 While I was with them in the world, I kept them in Your name. Those whom You gave Me I have kept; and none of them is lost except the son of perdition, that the Scripture might be fulfilled.
13 But now I come to You, and these things I speak in the world, that they may have My joy fulfilled in themselves.
FAMILY: Glory to Thee, O Lord, Glory to Thee.

THE CREED
ALL:  I believe in one God, the Father Almighty, / Maker of heaven and earth and of all things visible and invisible. / And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the Son of God, / the Only-begotten, begotten of the Father before all ages; / Light of Light, true God of true God; / begotten, not made; of one essence with the Father, by Whom all things were made; / Who for us men and for our salvation came down from the heavens, / and was incarnate of the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary, and became man; / And was crucified for us under Pontius Pilate, / and suffered and was buried; / And arose again on the third day according to the Scriptures; / And ascended into the heavens, and sits at the right hand of the Father; / And shall come again, with glory, to judge both the living and the dead; / Whose kingdom shall have no end. / And in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the Giver of life; Who proceeds from the Father; / Who with the Father and the Son together is worshipped and glorified; Who spoke by the prophets. / In One, Holy, Catholic, and Apostolic Church. / I confess one baptism for the remission of sins. / I look for the resurrection of the dead, / and the life of the age to come. Amen.

PRAYER LEADER:  Remit, pardon, forgive, O God, or offenses, both voluntary and involuntary, in deed and word, in knowledge and ignorance, by day and by night, in mind and thought; forgive us all things, for Thou art good and the Lover of mankind.

ALL: Our Father, Who art in the heavens, hallowed be Thy name. Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread, and forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who trespass against us; and lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from the evil one.
PRAYER LEADER: Through the prayers of the Holy Fathers, O Lord, Jesus Christ, have mercy upon us and save us.
